The Chief District Veterinary Officer, Mayurbhanj, Odisha (herein after called

4. The Agreement may be extended, on the same terms and conditions or with some
additions / deletions / modifications, for a further specific period mutually agreed
upon by the Service Provider and the Authority.

5. The Service Provider shall not be allowed to transfer, assign, pledge or subcontract
its rights and liabilities under this Agreement to any other agency of organization by
whatever name be called. ¥

6. The requirement of required manpower by the Chief District Veterinary Officer,
Dhenkanal may further increase or decrease, during the period of initial contract
and the tenderer would have to provide additional/ less manpower services
accordingly on the same terms and conditions.
